2: Combined AEL Allocation includes all AEL funds, except for AEL Performance Based Funding. The funding percentages for AEL Federal (71.14%), AEL State Match (11.99%), EL/Civics (9.55%), and
AEL TANF (7.32%) have been established at a similar level for each local workforce area to allow all AEL service providers to use a more streamlined approach in expending AEL funds.

3: AEL Performance Based Funding includes administrative costs.

4: The AEL administrative funds represent approximately 6.8 percent of the AEL Allocation Total. This overall 6.8 percent administrative funding amount was determined using the following
percentages: AEL Federal (5.0%), AEL State Match (15.0%), EL/Civics (5.0%), and AEL TANF (15.0%).
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
